SYNOPSIS: 
This resolution, if approved, will adopt a Professional Services Construction 
Administration Agreement between the City of Papillion and Lamp Rynearson, for 
Construction Administration services regarding the City’s 2023 UBAS Street 
Maintenance Project. 
 
FISCAL IMPACT: 
The fee associated with the scope of services for this project as written is not to exceed 
$29,500.  The necessary funds are available in line item 11-0160-7235 (Pavement 
Management) in the 2022/2023 Budget. 
 
RECOMMENDATION: 
Approval. 
 
BACKGROUND: 
In July of 2018, the City of Papillion commissioned Lamp Rynearson to provide a 
pavement condition index (PCI) report of all its current lane miles.  The initial report was 
delivered in February of 2019 with the final updated report completed in July of 2019.  
The primary treatment recommendation within the report was a wearing course 
identified as UBAS.  This treatment is a thin polymer enhanced asphaltic overlay which 
maintains almost the entire existing cross-sectional thickness of the current pavement 
but seals the entire pavement surface.   
 
Upon review of the report by staff, the City was segmented into areas of priority based 
on the worst overall PCI’s as provided in the report.  Mobilization costs of jumping 
around to the worst streets throughout the City were initially considered but quickly 
abandoned due to the construction inefficiency and additional expense it added.  A 10-
year program was outlined with an estimated cost of $2.2M per year.  This program only 
assumed the lane miles currently within the corporate limits of the City at the time the 
PCI report was commissioned and did not include future annexations.  An assumed 
percentage of joint sealing and base repairs were estimated based on the PCI of the 
streets and that work will be done concurrently year to year by other contractors and 
City Staff to maintain efficient and streamlined rotation.
