SYNOPSIS 
This is a request for a Preliminary Plat for Miller’s Paradise. Both the property at 830 S Madison 
Street (the “Miller/Shrader Property”) and the property at 831 S Harrison Street (the “Ricke 
Property”) are already developed as single-family residential. The applicant, owner of the 
Miller/Shrader Property, is purchasing approximately eight feet of land from the rear of the Ricke 
Property to accommodate the construction of a future garage addition. Given that neither property 
has been platted, platting is required to bring this additional eight feet into the boundary of the 
applicant’s property. Platting of the Ricke Property is required, as to not create a remnant of a tax 
lot.  
 
The proposed platting, which maintains the single-family residential uses, is consistent with the 
designated future land use of Low-Density Residential.  It is also consistent with the surrounding 
lots, which are primarily zoned residential and developed as single-family residential.

 F. EXISTING ZONING AND LAND USE: 
R-1 Single-Family Residential (Low Density), single-family residential  

 
G. SIZE OF SITE: 

.45 acres 
 
II. BACKGROUND INFORMATION 
 
 A. COMPREHENSIVE PLAN SPECIFICATIONS: 

The Future Land Use map identifies the area as Low-Density Residential. 
 
 B. EXISTING CONDITION OF SITE: 

The application area is developed as a single-family residence. 
 

 
 
 C. GENERAL VICINITY AND LAND USE: 

The area to the north, south, and west consists of several unplatted tax 
lots, Crown Point Addition, and Chapman’s Addition. Each of these areas 
is zoned R-1 Single-Family Residential (Low Density) and are developed 
as single-family residential. The area to the east consists of Pike’s First 
Addition to South Papillion which is zoned R-2 Single-Family Residential 
(Medium Density) and is developed as single-family residential.  

 
D. RELEVANT CASE HISTORY:  

The property located at 830 S Madison Street was constructed in 1956. 
 
The property located at 831 S Harrison Street was constructed in 1960.  
  

 E. APPLICABLE ORDINANCES AND REGULATIONS: 
  Zoning and Subdivision Regulations and Comprehensive Plan. 
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III. ANALYSIS AND DEVELOPMENT ALTERNATIVES 
 

STAFF COMMENTS:  
 

A. REQUEST: 
1. This is a request for a Preliminary Plat and a Final Plat.  

 
2. Both the property at 830 S Madison Street (the “Miller/Shrader 

Property”) and the property at 831 S Harrison Street (the “Ricke 
Property”) are already developed as single-family residential. The 
applicant, owner of the Miller/Shrader Property, is purchasing 
approximately eight feet of land from the rear of the Ricke Property to 
accommodate the construction of a future garage addition. Given that 
neither property has been platted, platting is required to bring this 
additional eight feet into the boundary of the applicant’s property. 

 
3. Platting of the Ricke Property is required, as to not create a remnant 

of a tax lot.  
 
B. LAND USE/COMPREHENSIVE PLAN:  

1. The future land use designation is Low-Density Residential. 
 

2. The proposed platting, which maintains the single-family residential 
uses, is consistent with the designated future land use of Low-Density 
Residential.  It is also consistent with the surrounding lots, which are 
primarily zoned residential and developed as single-family residential. 

 
C. GENERAL: 

1. The applicant provided a letter from Bankers Title certifying that there 
are no easements within the Miller/Shrader Property.  The applicant 
shall provide a letter applicable to the Ricke Property. 
 

2. In the event that easements have been granted within the Ricke 
Property, the applicant shall be responsible for obtaining the release 
of any existing easements within proposed Lot 1 as needed to 
accommodate the future garage addition. 
 

3. As indicated by the Preliminary Plat, a number of the site 
improvements are non-conforming.  The platting of the property will 
not increase any existing non-conformity. 

 
4. The applicant is advised that the existing garage on the Miller/Shrader 

Property does not conform to the setbacks for a detached garage.  In 
the event that the applicant wishes to modify said garage, any 
addition shall conform to § 205-296.  In the event that the existing 
garage is demolished and a new garage is constructed, the new 
garage shall comply with the setbacks for detached structures 
identified in § 205-220(A).  
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5. The construction of any new site improvements (such as a fence or 
detached garage) or the relocation of any existing site improvement 
(such as a fence) shall be subject to the permitting requirements 
established by the Building Department.  Approval of platting shall not 
constitute approval to construct or related any site improvements.  
The applicant shall be responsible for obtaining all necessary permits 
from the Building Department. 

 
6. The Preliminary Plat shall be revised as follows: 

a. Revise the reference in the Surveyor’s Certificate to “South 
Madison” to be “S Madison” (with no period after the 
abbreviation for south). 

b. Revise the legal description that appears under the title 
block to include the entire area being platted.  It currently 
encompasses only the Miller/Shrader Property and the area 
being purchased from the adjoining Ricke Property.  It must 
include the full area being platted, which means both the 
Miller/Shrader Property and the Ricke Property. 

c. Revise South Madison to be S Madison (with no period after 
the abbreviation for south). 

d. Revise South Harrison to be S Harrison (with no period after 
the abbreviation for south). 

e. In the event that easements have been granted within the 
Ricke Property, add such easements with the corresponding 
instrument number. 

 
7. The Final Plat shall be revised as follows: 

a. Revise the reference in the Surveyor’s Certificate to “South 
Madison” to be “S Madison” (with no period after the 
abbreviation for south). 

b. Revise the legal description that appears under the title 
block to include the entire area being platted.  It currently 
encompasses only the Miller/Shrader Property and the area 
being purchased from the adjoining Ricke Property.  It must 
include the full area being platted, which means both the 
Miller/Shrader Property and the Ricke Property. 

c. Revise Rebecca Hoch’s title to be “Chairperson” (not City 
Engineer). 

d. Add a signature block for the Papillion City Engineer.  The 
City Engineer is Jeffrey L. Thompson, PE, CPESC, CFM. 

e. In the event that easements have been granted within the 
Ricke Property, add such easements with the corresponding 
instrument number. 
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IV. RECOMMENDATION 
The Planning Department recommends approval of the Miller’s Paradise 
Preliminary Plat (PP-18-0011) and Final Plat (FP-18-0010) based on:  

1. Consistency with the Comprehensive Plan. 
2. Compatibility with surrounding uses. 
3. Compliance with the Subdivision Regulations. 
4. Compliance with the Zoning Regulations. 

 
The recommendation for approval is contingent upon the applicant: 

1. Verifying easements for the Ricke Property as identified in Section III, C, 1. 
2. Revising the Preliminary Plat.  (Section III, C, 6) 
3. Revising the Final Plat. (Section III, C, 7)
